Northamptonshire police and eight peo­
ple have been arrested on suspicion of 
human trafficking offences. 

The crackdown-: codenamed Opera­
tion Ruby - began yesterday morning 
when more than 200officers from police 
forces in Northamptonshire, Lin­
colnshire, Leicestershire, Derbyshire 
and Nottinghamshire, as well as from 
the UK Borders Agency and the Serious 
Organised Crime Agency,descended on 
the field. 

It was the culmination of an investi­
gation into the recruitment of workers 
abroad to be used as cheap labour and 
housed in squalid and overcrowded con­
ditions. 

More than 60 men and women from 
countries including Poland and Lithua­
nia, and aged between 15 and 67, were 
rescued and were last night being inter­
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understood they were being used to 
house some of the workers. 

Detective Superintendent Glyn Tim­
mins, of Northamptonshire police , led 
yesterday's operation which he said was 
the result of months of planning and 
investigation. 

He said: "This has been a co-ordi­
nated, large-scale operation as part of 
an investigation into the activities of 
what we believe is an organised crime 
group that has exploited people as cheap 
labour in fields across this region. 

"The fact that so many organisations 
have come together to act in this way is 
a demonstration of how seriously we 
take our responsibility to support peo­
ple who have been exploited in this way 
and to disrupt this unacceptable activ­
ity."
